OBJECT DESCRIPTION

Brass cup embossed with floral designs. The cups general shape is cylindrical but with a smaller circumference just under the lip and just above the base.
The embossed decoration covers the area just below the first of these to the widest part of the cup. The design is abstract with soft, rounded forms. The
skinniest and widest bands of the cup are decorated by clustered pattern of small circular indents.
