OBJECT DESCRIPTION

The album is brown and lined and written in gold. At the top, it says "John N. Nicholson, M.D." over the date, September 15, 1983, over the Northwestern
University crest. The first page is a letter from Dean Clarance L. Ver Steeg to Dr. John N. Nicholson thanking him for his Nicholson Graduate Fellowship and
presenting him with an album commemorating the celebration of the fellowship. The letter is signed. After that, there are 15 plastic-covered double-sided
photo pages with black and white photos of John Nicholson with many other different people including Clarance L. Ver Steeg. Everyone is wearing name
tags. Many of the pages are falling out of the album. Photos and documents were taken out of the photo album and moved to an archival folder (1.23.18).
